We thought we knew the human body — we were wrong.

Scientists discovered a new organelle inside human cells.

Breakthrough imaging just

uncovered a previously

unknown part of human
cells

This is something never before documented. Named the hemifusome, this newly identified structure
appears to act as a cellular logistics hub, helping cells sort, recycle, and process their internal cargo.

The discovery was made using cryogenic electron tomography (cryoET), a cutting-edge imaging
technique that allows researchers to see biological material at near-atomic resolution. By freezing
samples from human, monkey, rat, and mouse cells and capturing high-resolution images, scientists were
able to spot this mysterious membrane-bound sac where paired vesicles meet and exchange contents.

Described as a kind of microscopic “loading dock,” the hemifusome could prove to be a missing link in

our understanding of how cells manage their materials. When these cellular processes fail, it often leads

to disease—making this discovery not just fascinating, but potentially medically significant. Researchers
now plan to investigate how hemifusomes function in healthy versus diseased cells, which could unlock

new treatments for genetic and degenerative conditions. It’s a reminder that even in the 21 century, our
knowledge of the human body is still evolving—and capable of surprise.
